2025 yili, ODTU Mimarlik Fakiiltesi Dergisi'nin yayin hayatina baglamasiin 50. y1l
déntimiidiir. Yarim asirlik bu siire zarfinda dergimiz, Tiirkiye’de mimarlik, planlama ve
tasarim alanlarinda akademik bilgi birikiminin ve akademik yaymciligin gelisimine katkida
bulunan 6nemli bir platform olmustur.

ODTU'niin elestirel diisiinceyi, 6zgiir tartigmay1 ve yaratici {iretimi destekleyen akademik
ortamu iginde dogan ve gelisen ODTU MFD, bugiin uluslararast diizeyde saygmligi olan,
disiplinlerarasi yaklasimlara agik bir akademik dergi konumundadir. Dergi, yalnizca
fakiiltemizin kurumsal bellegini yansitmakla kalmamis, ayn1 zamanda akademik tiretimi
tesvik eden ve yeni diislinsel acilimlara zemin hazirlayan bir yaymn ortami sunmustur.

50. y1l kutlamalari kapsaminda planlanan etkinliklerin ilki, 9 May1s 2025 tarihinde ODTU
Mimarlik Fakiiltesinde gergeklestirilmistir. Panel ve sergi bi¢ciminde diizenlenen bu etkinlige
iiniversitemizin ve fakiiltemizin 6gretim {iyeleri, idari personeli, 6grencileri ve mezunlar1
katilim gostermistir. Panelde, Editoriimiiz Osman Balaban'in moderatorliigiinde “Akademik
Dergi Yaymciliginin Diindi, Bugiinii ve Yarmi” bashg: altinda, akademik yayincilik pratigine
dair ¢cok boyutlu bir tartisma yiiriitiilmiistiir. Etkinligin devaminda, Pelin Yoncac1 Arslan'in
kiiratorliigiinde hazirlanan “META JEA” baglikli sergi agilmis ve derginin 50 yillik arsivi
gorsel bir hafiza sunumu olarak izleyicilere aktarilmistir. Bu etkinlik, y1l boyunca siirecek
kutlama programinin ilk adimi olmustur.

Bu sayimizda, toplam 11 bilimsel makale yer almaktadir. 5 makale Ingilizce, 6 makale ise
Tiirkge olarak yayimlanmustir. Yazilar, mimarhik ve mimarlik tarihi, sanat tarihi, planlama,
tasarim, egitim ve benzeri alanlarda yogunlagmaktadir. Her biri kendi alaninda 6zgiin
katkilar sunmakta ve onemli tartismalar yapmaktadir. Bu sayida ayrica “The Evolution of
Urban Heritage Conservation and the Role of Raymond Lemaire” kitabina ait kitap elestirisi
de yer aliyor.

2025 yilmin ilk yarisinda fakiiltemiz icin biiyiik bir kayip yasanmistir. Mimarlik Boliimii
Ogretim tiyelerinden Sayin Tiirel Saranli’y1 kaybetmenin {izlintiisiinii yasiyoruz. Temel
tasarim egitimine uzun yillar katki sunmus, ODTU Kuzey Kibris Yerleskesinin tasarim ve
uygulama siirecinde aktif rol almis olan hocamizi sayg1 ve minnetle anityoruz.

The year 2025 marks the 50th anniversary of the METU Journal of the Faculty of Architecture.
Over the course of this half-century, our journal has served as a significant platform for the
advancement of academic knowledge and publishing in the fields of architecture, planning,
and design in Tiirkiye.

The exhibition presented
a visual archive of the journal’s 50-year history and served as a collective memory platform for
its audience.

The current issue features a total of 11 research articles, of which 5 are in English and 6 in
Turkish. The articles cover a wide range of topics including architecture and architectural
history, art history, planning, design, education, and related fields. Each paper makes an
original contribution to its subject area and engages with current academic debate. In this
issue there is also a review on the book “The Evolution of Urban Heritage Conservation and
the Role of Raymond Lemaire”.

In the first half of 2025, we are deeply saddened by the passing of Tiirel Saranli, a valued
member of the Department of Architecture. Tiirel Saranli contributed extensively to basic
design education and played a vital role in the design and construction of METU’s Northern
Cyprus Campus. We commemorate him with respect and gratitude.

On the occasion of METU JFA’s 50th anniversary, we would like to express our sincere thanks
to all authors, reviewers, and editorial board members who have contributed to the journal
over the years. We are confident that this shared effort in academic publishing will continue
with the same dedication and awareness into the future.
